DERMONEURAL REFLEXOLOGY – CLAVITHERAPY.

I would like to share with you my experience of having received ‘dermoneural-reflexology clavitherapy’ sessions, from Dr. Ferdynand Barbasiewicz, at the RAC Montreal conference in November 2008, including the results I experienced.

First, let me summarize my background as it relates to my condition.

Following several surgeries on my spine, at L4- L5-S1 (discoidectomy and several bone grafts, as well as insertion of metal plates and screws) I suffered neurological damage including an accidental severing of the sciatic nerve. I also found myself with partial paralysis at the level of the lower limbs as well as a drop foot on the right side.

I have been getting around in a wheelchair since 1990. Over the last four years, thanks to various treatments in alternative medicine (Ayurvedic medicine, Massage Therapy, Reiki,
Reflexology,
Osteopathy
and Acupuncture) some sensation returned to my legs and I was able to walk a few steps (albeit accompanied by multiple spasms and great pain).

Following several ‘dermoneural-reflexology clavitherapy’ treatments the spasms and leg trembling I had been experiencing when standing disappeared.

Today I am far more stable. My toes now touch the ground, thus anchoring my body better. My muscular strength has greatly improved. I have more physical endurance and the pain has greatly diminished. I can now walk for greater distances, stand without pain or spasms, and enjoy doing daily exercises. My thanks go out to Dr. Barbasiewicz.
