· To protect the identity and the right to practice Reflexology in the province of Ontario. 

· To send a strong and unified voice to lobby government and private insurance companies with one voice as a profession.
Because of the work of RRCO, Reflexology is quickly becoming a recognized healing modality in many municipalities within Ontario. As well RRCO is making great advances with the Ontario Provincial government to have Reflexology recognized as a self-regulated modality.

RAC is one of the founding members of RRCO and RAC members qualify to register. RAC and RAC members benefit greatly from these advances.

In order to practice Reflexology, several Ontario municipalities (Clarington, Kitchener, Markham, Richmond Hill, Toronto and Windsor) have adopted a Bylaw that makes having a holistic license a requirement. It is assumed that all other municipalities in Ontario will soon adopt a similar Bylaw.

Membership in RRCO

Membership in RRCO is the first step in obtaining a holistic license, and RAC is encouraging all professional and practicing Reflexologists in Ontario to join RRCO.
